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PART I - INTRODUCTION
The Federal Transit Act, as amended, authorizes a program of Federal financial aid for operating assistance and capital grant projects for public transportation programs in rural and small urban areas. Known as the Section 5311 program, it is designed to enhance access of people in non-urbanized areas (i.e., areas with a population of less than 50,000) for purposes such as health care, shopping, education, recreation, public service, and employment, by encouraging the maintenance, development, improvement, and use of public transportation services. Most public transportation services in non-urbanized areas are potentially eligible for Federal aids under Section 5311.

In Wisconsin, the Department of Transportation (WisDOT) has been designated by the Governor as the state agency responsible for administering the Section 5311 program. WisDOT administers the Section 5311 program by state administrative code, Trans 6 – Rural and Small Urban Area Public Transportation Assistance Program.  You can view Wis. Admin. This booklet describes application information required for all 2010 capital grants under the Section 5311 program. The instructions contained herein have been prepared to ensure conformity with federal and state laws and regulations. 

This booklet reflects some changes from previous versions:

· Agencies no longer have to send copies of the application to regional offices of WisDOT. 

· The wording of the sample lease has been changed to prohibit the use of state and Federal operating funds to pay the local share of capital purchases. 

· The current Disadvantaged Business Enterprise requirement is set at 9.6%.

· Redundant certifications and assurances have been removed.

· Contact information for regional planning commissions, area agencies on aging and the Wisconsin Department of Health Services has been updated.

· Applicants have the option of requesting American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA or “Stimulus”) funding for their capital requests.  ARRA funding is 100% federal funding; there is no local match requirement. 

APPLICATIONS MUST BE SUBMITTED TO THE BUREAU OF TRANSIT, LOCAL ROADS, RAILROADS AND HARBORS BY OCTOBER 15, 2008.

PART II - CAPITAL GRANT PROGRAM INFORMATION

A. PROGRAM OBJECTIVES

The Section 5311 capital grant program is designed to assist providers of public transportation in small urban and rural areas in their acquisition of capital equipment and facilities. Such capital projects must fulfill the goals of the Section 5311 program: to enhance access of people in non-urbanized areas for purposes such as health care, shopping, education, recreation, public service, and employment by encouraging maintenance, development, improvement, and use of public transportation services.

B. ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS
Eligible applicants for Section 5311 capital grants are:

(1)
Counties, municipalities or towns, or agencies thereof; or

(2)
Transit or transportation commissions or authorities and public corporations established by law or by interstate compact to provide mass transportation services and facilities; or,

(3)
Two or more of any such bodies acting jointly under s. 66.30 Wis. Stats.; or,

(4)
Native American tribes.

If more than one public body financially participates in the project, only one body should submit the application on behalf of all participating bodies. Title to any capital equipment provided under Section 5311 MUST reside with a public body. 

C. ELIGIBLE PROJECTS
Capital grant projects under the Section 5311 program are eligible for funding if the service the capital equipment or facilities are to be used for meets the following criteria:

1.
The project must be for passenger transportation service in a non-urbanized area.  Examples of eligible projects include:

· Service intended to transport rural residents to a small urban or urbanized area.

· Service intended to transport passengers around the rural area.

· Service intended to transport passengers within a small urban area (under 50,000 in population).

· Service between urbanized areas which serves at least one stop outside an urbanized area.

· NOTE: Service intended to transport urbanized area residents to the rural area is not eligible for Section 5311 assistance.

2.
The applicant must have the necessary authority to provide the transportation service for which the capital equipment will be used.

3.
The project may be an entire public transit system, or an individual route or route segment. 

4.
The transportation service must be open to the general public. Service provided exclusively for a particular subgroup of the general public (e.g., elderly, disabled, schoolchildren) is not eligible for 5311 funding.

5.
The transportation service must be provided on a regular and continuing basis.

6.
Fares must be collected for the transportation service in accordance with established tariff schedules.

7.
The transportation service may be provided by bus, rail, shared-ride taxi, or other conveyance.

8.
A public body must hold title to any capital equipment provided under the application.

9.
Capital equipment provided may not be used to provide charter or sightseeing services unless private operators are not willing and able to provide charter or sightseeing services.

10.
Capital equipment provided may not be used to engage in school bus operations exclusively for the transportation of students and school personnel in competition with private school bus operators. Vehicles must remain open to the public at all times and be clearly marked for public use.

11.
The applicant for the project must provide assurances that the local share of the project funding is available.

12. The applicant must provide assurances that the project meets all requirements described in the various exhibits under the application procedures.

13. 
Capital equipment is defined as items which have an initial cost of at least $1,000 and have an expected useful life exceeding one year. Combining several items of a similar nature to reach the $1,000 threshold is not permitted under this application.

D. ADA REQUIREMENTS
The Americans with Disabilities Act generally requires that vehicles purchased after August 25, 1990 be accessible.  An applicant must purchase accessible vehicles or certify that the system, when viewed in its entirety, provides equivalent service to persons with disabilities. (See Attachment K-11).  

E. PROJECT FUNDING 
For the 2010 application, applicants have two choices for requesting funding under the Section 5311 program.   They may request “regular” 5311 funding or ARRA 5311 funding.  

Regular Funding Option

Capital project funding is shared by the Federal government and the applicant. Section 5311 funds are the Federal share, while all remaining funds are considered the local share. The local share may be provided by unrestricted funds from other Federal programs or sources other than Federal funds. Grant year passenger revenues must be applied to operating expenses, and may not be used as part of the local share.

The Federal share (Section 5311) of the project costs shall not exceed 80%, except that the Federal share of vehicle-related equipment required by the Clean Air Act or the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 may be funded at 90% of the net project cost of such equipment. As an option to separating ADA or CAA costs, the applicant may request 83% Federal share of the total cost of an accessible vehicle.   It is the responsibility of the applicant to provide for the local share. No “regular” Section 5311 funds will be granted without local share. To request that your capital projects be funded with regular 5311 funding, fill out the Regular 5311 Capital Request Spreadsheet, A-1.

ARRA Funding Option

Applicants have the opportunity to requesting American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA or “Stimulus”) funding for their capital requests for the 2010 application, only.   ARRA funding is up to 100% federal funding; there is no local match requirement.  To request that your capital projects be funded with ARRA funding at up to 100% federal funds, fill out the ARRA 5311 Capital Request Spreadsheet, A-2.  If you previously applied for ARRA funding for a project in the first round of ARRA funding, but the project was not selected, you must reapply for funding for that project(s).  

Consider Applying for Both Options

If an applicant submits projects for consideration for ARRA 5311 funding, they may also wish to consider submitting a request to fund the project using the regular 5311 funds in the event that the project is not funded with ARRA funds at 100%.  To request that your capital projects be funded with regular 5311 funding in the event that the projects are not funded with ARRA 5311 funds and you have the required local share, you should also fill out the Regular 5311 Capital Request Spreadsheet. Should this be the case, applicants must ensure that the requisite amount of local share is available. 

F. OTHER PROGRAM INFORMATION 
1.
Equipment Ownership and Disposal - All capital equipment provided with Section 5311 grants must be titled to a public body or its agency. The equipment may not be transferred or sold without the written approval of WisDOT.

2.
Insurance - Federal and state interest in equipment requires that the grant recipient obtain property damage insurance covering 100% of the market value of the equipment, facility or vehicle(s) purchased with this grant.  

3.
Financial Records - The applicant must also maintain financial records as required by WisDOT, which shall be subject to audit.

4.
Maintenance Requirements - All Federally-funded capital equipment and facilities must be maintained in good operating order. Federal maintenance requirements include adherence to manufacturer’s recommended maintenance schedules, use of specific maintenance schedules, documentation of maintenance activities, and proper maintenance of ADA-related equipment. The Federal Transit Administration also requires a written maintenance plan. WisDOT shall conduct triennial reviews of each applicable maintenance program (transit systems with Federally-funded equipment and facilities) and will evaluate the written maintenance plan and records as part of this process.

PART III - PROGRAM PROCESS AND SCHEDULE

Applicants who wish to participate in the 2010 capital grant program under Section 5311 must prepare a completed application as described in Part IV of this booklet.

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THE DEADLINE FOR SUBMITTAL OF THE APPLICATION TO WisDOT AND OUTSIDE REVIEW AGENCIES IS OCTOBER 15, 2009.

WisDOT will review the applications upon receipt. The Department reserves the right to reject applications for the following reasons:

(a)
The proposed project is not consistent with the intent of the Section 5311 program;

(b)
Lack of Federal funds;

(c)
Incomplete application; or,

(d)
The proposed project is not effective and efficient when compared to projects of a similar type using such measures as the ratio of operating revenues to operating expenses, passengers per mile of service, operating expenses per passenger, and passengers per population served.

WisDOT will also give due consideration to the comments of the outside review agencies. These agencies have 45 days from the time of submittal of the application to BTLR to respond.

WisDOT will forward a statewide Section 5311 grant application to the Federal Transit Administration (FTA) for its approval, expected in July 2010.  Simultaneously, the Depart​​ment will forward the grant application to the U.S. Department of Labor for their review of the labor protection provisions.

Upon FTA's approval of the application WisDOT will notify all applicants and execute a contract for fulfilling the provisions of the grant. Applicants should not proceed with the purchase of capital equipment until a contract between WisDOT and the applicant has been executed. Any capital items purchased prior to the execution of a contract, or prior to the term of the contract, may not be eligible for reimbursement.

EXHIBIT A - PROJECT DESCRIPTION, JUSTIFICATION, AND FINANCING
1.
Project Description
This exhibit should include a list of the facilities and equipment requested under the application, a description of each, and the quantity requested. Reimbursement will be made for no more than the quantity indicated.

Equipment to be purchased under a capital grant must exceed $1,000 in total cost. Items under $1,000 are regarded as expense items and should be part of an operating grant application. Capital applications that combine several unrelated items to reach the $1,000 threshold will be rejected.

If a two-way communication system is part of the project, the applicant is responsible for determining what equipment is needed to produce a workable system. The determination should be accomplished prior to the application and should include the equipment specifications and estimated costs.

Construction projects should reflect estimated construction costs. Architect/engineer fees should be shown as a separate item and are limited to 6% of the independent estimated construction cost. Land which will be used as an in-kind contribution toward the local share should be listed as a separate item. If land is used as in-kind, it must be valued at an approved appraised value. A general site plan including floor space usage must be submitted with any facility construction application.

This exhibit must describe the public transportation service for which this capital equipment will be used. 

3.
Project Justification
The exhibit must address why the capital improvement is needed to provide the intended service. The exhibit should address the project's impact upon maintaining or increasing ridership both immediately (within one year) and in the longer term (2-4 years). Any service level changes, and their effects on those dependent on public transportation, should be identified. Include such information as hours of operation, routes, passengers served, total population of service area, as well as the benefits of the service and capital equipment.

The applicant shall publish notice of an opportunity for interested persons or organizations to request a public hearing in newspapers of general circulation in the locality, including newspapers oriented to the minority community. This notice shall be advertised at least once, and at least 30 days prior to the hearing date.

The public notice must include a description of the capital project. Attachment E-1 is a sample public notice. The project description for a construction grant must describe: (A) NUMBER OF PERSONS, FAMILIES, OR BUSINESSES DISPLACED BY THIS PROJECT and (B) THE ENVIROMENTAL IMPACT UPON THE SERVICE AREA BY THIS PROJECT.

In addition, a copy of the public notice must be sent to all other providers of "public transportation" in the service area. The term "public transportation" means any transportation by bus, rail, or other conveyance that pro​vides either general or special service to the general public on a regular and continuing basis. "Public transportation" does not include the following: (1) school bus, sightseeing, or charter service; (2) exclusive ride taxi service; and (3) service to individuals or groups which excludes use by the general public.
